
 
 

County Athletes Revved Up For Bay State Summer Games

LENOX, Mass. ð Jen Delasco will be one of 24 athletes representing Berkshire County next week at the 
Bay State Summer Games. In the days leading up to her trip to Eastern Massachusetts, Delasco's 
supporters might tell her to "break a leg." 
 
She's been there, done that. 
 
Delasco, 15, of Lenox broke her right leg during a junior varsity soccer game in September 2007. The 
injury was caused primarily because of a benign cyst she had on her tibia bone. After a bone-graph 
operation in January 2008 and several months of physical therapy, she was back on the soccer pitch that 
spring. 
 
Delasco said her journey back to playing soccer was "overwhelming." 
 
"When I found out I needed surgery, I was scared," she said. "I was worried I wasn't going to play soccer 
again." 
 
She debuted with the Lenox Memorial High School varsity team last fall, splitting time between midfield 
and forward, and she contributed to the Millionaires' trip to the Western Massachusetts Division III 
semifinals. 
 
On Thursday, July 8, she'll be the lone Berkshire County soccer player on the "West" team at the annual 
Bay State Summer Games. She was one of about 30 girls who tried out for the regional team and, as one 
of the younger girls trying out, she had her doubts. 
 
"I didn't know what to expect going into it," she said. "I was kind of nervous. I was second-guessing 
myself, and I didn't know if I was going to make it." 
 
Delasco attended all four tryout sessions in Westfield, and her hard work paid off when she was chosen 
for the team. Since being selected, she's been practicing twice a week with the West squad, which will 
play one game on July 8, two on July 9 and two on July 10. If the girls perform well enough, they'll 
advance into the medal rounds on July 11. All the contests will be played at Waltham High School in 
Waltham, Mass. 
 
The Summer Games is organized by the Massachusetts Amateur Sports Foundation (MASF), and it 
provides Olympic-style athletic competitions and developmental programs for amateur athletes of all ages 
and abilities. The Summer Games started 29 years ago with four sports and 300 athletes, and has since 
grown into an event featuring more than 8,000 athletes in 29 different sports. 
 
Delasco is honored to be representing Western Mass. on a grand stage, and she's excited to spend a full 
weekend playing soccer, especially after being sidelined from the sport two years ago. 
 
"It was painful," she said of her rehabilitation process. "I had to do exercises at my house, and when I 
went in for rehab I had to build up strength in my leg and work on my balance. 
 
"I really wanted to get back and play soccer again."

While Delasco still has three more years of high school, Eli Coniglio recently graduated. The 18-year-old 
from Stamford, Vt., graduated from Drury High School on June 4, and he is one of four local wrestlers 
competing at the Summer Games. 
 
Coniglio was one of the top wrestlers on the Mount Greylock co-op team this past winter, winning a 
Western Mass. individual title and finishing fourth at the State Tournament. 
 
He'll be attending University of Vermont this fall, and while the Catamounts don't have a wrestling squad, 
that's not keeping Coniglio off the mats. He'll be competing in the 156-pound weight division in the Open 
Tournament (18-years and older) on Saturday, July 10, on the UMass-Boston campus. 
 
Coniglio advanced into the 152-pound championship match last year at the Summer Games, and said it 
was a no-brainer to sign up for the event again this year. 
 
He said his preparation for the Games is far different than the work he expended during the high-school 
season.  
 
"I've been doing mostly endurance training and some off-season weight lifting," he said. "So I'm just going 
to show up and give what I've got at the time. 
 
"During the [high-school] season, you're doing everything you can to win and to help the team win. This is 
a one-day tournament. It's fairly semi-formal. They're not super strict about most things. It's more of a 
friendly competition." 
 
What makes this year's experience quite different than last year for Coniglio is his age-division. In the 
Open Tournament, Coniglio may square off against collegiate wrestlers and could theoretically face a 
grappler of any age over 18. 
 
"I'm sure I'll see some good wrestlers and some not-so-good wrestlers," he said. "I'm just looking to have 
fun."

Georgetownôs Nutter earns Bay State Games scholarship after American Heart

Georgetown ð Three years ago, Matt Nutter and his family were simply trying to help make a difference 
when the Georgetown residents organized a fundraiser swim relay as part of the Bay State Games to 
help benefit the American Heart Association. 
 
The relay, which was held in honor of Nutterôs uncle, Daniel Nickerson, made quite the splash. 
 
Nutter and his familyôs efforts, in conjunction with help from the Bay State Games, raised $7,000 for the 
AHA to fund research for the rare disease that took his uncleôs life in 2006. 
 
ñWe werenôt really sure what to expect when we started planning it,ò said Nutter, a Georgetown High 
senior-to-be. ñBut the response was amazing. It felt great to know that we might do something good from 
a really sad situation.ò 
 
Now, the Bay State Games, in a matter of sorts, is paying back Nutter for his good deeds and lifelong 
commitment to charity. 
 
Nutter was one of only six recipients of a $2,000 Bay State Games Future Leader scholarship. There 
were more than 100 applicants, from which a pool of only 18 candidates was selected for in-person 
interviews in Boston. 
 
ñIt was a really tough application process,ò said Nutter, who has participated as a swimmer in the Bay 
State Games for the last seven years. ñYou had to write an essay about activities you do outside of 
school, all of the extracurricular activities, and why you can be considered a good leader.ò 
 
The scholarship committee needed only look at Nutterôs weekly schedule. 
 
As a teenager, Nutterôs awake before most adults. He wakes up at 4:30 a.m. to be in Andover for his 
YMCA swim team practice at 5:30. During the school year, he proceeds to class. During the summer, itôs 
off to his full-time job as a lifeguard at Salisbury Beach. 
 
As if thatôs not enough for most kids, Nutter follows up work or school with yet another swim practice at 
the Andover YMCA at 5:30 p.m., usually returning home by 8:30 p.m. to do homework or catch some 
precious sleep. 



 
But thatôs not why Nutter won the scholarship. He won it for his leadership on that swim team, his 
fundraising effort three years ago with the Bay State Games, and his weekend volunteer work at the 
Northeast Animal Shelter. 
 
At Georgetown High School, heôs the treasurer for the National Honor Society and he competes in the 
Ipswich Triathlon at Craneôs Beach every year to help raise money for the Ipswich YMCA. 
 
Oh yeah ð heôs also a volunteer tutor for eighth-grade students in town. 
 
ñI guess I just always have to keep busy and I figure that if Iôm going to do that, I may as well be helping 
other people,ò said Nutter. ñI try to always make time for friends and family, but the busy schedule doesnôt 
bother me. I love everything I do.ò 
 
That, of course, includes swimming. 
 
Nutter has been competing for 10 years in the sport and is hoping to land a NCAA Division 1 scholarship 
offer. Judging by his academic and extracurricular accomplishments, itôs no surprise that his two favorite 
schools so far, the University of Notre Dame and Purdue University, are both outstanding academically 
and athletically. 
 
Later this month, Nutter will swim in the Bay State Games finals in the 400-meter freestyle, 200-meter 
individual medley, 200-meter butterfly, and 100-meter butterfly. 
 
No matter how well he does in each of those events (rest assured, heôll be in the mix ð Nutter finished 
second overall in the 200 individual medley last year), Nutter said heôs focused on remaining humble. 
 
ñYou canôt get too caught up in how many races you win or how good you are at something,ò Nutter said. 
ñThereôs always more you can do and people you can help out there. So I try not to focus too much on

Bay State Games not just about athletes

Thousands of athletes from across the commonwealth will descend on metropolitan Boston next week to 
begin the 2010 Bay State Summer Games. 
 
Kevin Cummings has been with the Games since they began 26 years ago. He has seen thousands upon 
thousands of athletes compete for gold, silver and bronze medals. But he is quick to point out that the real 
gold medalists are not the athletes. 
 
"There are 1,000 coaches and all the trainers," said Cummings. "We have a medical staff of 100 certified 
and student trainers. They all volunteer for the Games." 
 
The Bay State Summer Games begin on Monday with baseball competition at Bentley College. Athletes 
will compete in 33 different sports ranging from archery to wrestling. 
 
"We'll literally get student trainers who will work with us for eight days," he said. "They're working a day of 
lacrosse and a day of baseball and a day of basketball. It's a great experience for them." 
 
Hoosac Valley High School athletic director Dan Caritey and former Lee girls basketball coach Tom 
Cinella are just two of the countless coaches who volunteered their time to coach teams in the Bay State 
Summer Games. 
 
Cummings laughed when he recalled that one former Bay State Games coach has been big in news 
regarding the NBA. Tom Thibodeau, the former Boston Celtics assistant coach who took over as the head 
coach with the Chicago Bulls, once coached an Open Division men's basketball team for the Northeast 
Region when he was the head coach at Salem State College. 
 
Ironically, Cummings said, Thibodeau is replacing a former Bay State Games basketball standout in 
Vinny Del Negro, who played for the West scholastic team. 
 
As far as 2010 is concerned, the executive director said things are proceeding smoothly. 
 
"The trend with our numbers is basically unchanged across the board," Cummings said. "People are still 
committed to having their kids play the sports. It was a stay-local, play-local attitude." 
 
The numbers aren't finalized with late registration for individual competitions still being accepted this 
week. But in the past, upwards of 5-6,000 athletes from Massachusetts participate in the Summer 
Games. 
 
"Things are going well," Cummings said of registration. "Some sports were up." 
 
Cummings, who has been with the Bay State Games since it began, said that now the premier sport is 
scholastic baseball. 
 
"Ten years ago, soccer and basketball were tops. We still have a high-caliber event, but we don't have 
the numbers we used to have," he said. "Our largest numbers are in sports that don't have showcase 
opportunities." 
 
Baseball is one of those sports. Cummings said that some 500 athletes registered for baseball and 150 
were selected to play for the six regions. 
 



Between 50-79 college coaches and professional scouts are expected to head for Waltham to watch 
some or all of the baseball tournament. 
 
"This competition is considered to be one of the premier showcases for underclassman talent," 
Cummings added. 
 
Along with baseball, there has been an increase in individual swimming and track and field entrants. 
According to Cummings, there are 600 swimmers due to compete starting July 9 at Harvard University's 
Blodgett Pool. Swimmers range in age from 10 to 70. 
 
Basketball will be played at the Reggie Lewis Athletic Center, Wentworth Institute of Technology and the 
gold medal games will be played at the University of Massachusetts-Boston. Hockey will be at the New 
England Sports Center in Marlborough, boys lacrosse will be at Wentworth and girls lacrosse at Harvard, 
soccer will be at Waltham High School and softball will be at UMass-Boston. 
 
Track and field will take place at UMass-Lowell. 
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Carboneau to ref at world games

Jim Carboneau was inducted into the New England Lacrosse Hall of Fame in 2002. Earlier this year, the 
longtime Holliston resident received his 35-year pin from US Lacrosse in recognition of his years as a 
lacrosse official. His latest honor, though, has been chosen to referee at the Federation of International 
Lacrosse Menôs World Championship in Manchester, England. 
 
ñThis is the culmination of my lacrosse officiating career, the last great accomplishment,ôô said Carboneau, 
who was chosen at a tryout a year ago at Bryant University and underwent right hip replacement surgery 
the following month to make sure heôd be in the best possible physical shape for his prestigious 
assignment. 
 
ñOfficiating has kept me involved in the game that I love and going to the world games is a validation of 
everything you work for.ôô 
 
The menôs world championships will feature 30 teams, including defending champion Canada and 2002 
champ United States ð the two teams that have dominated the event. The games will utilize 65 officials 
and will take place July 15-24 at Manchester University. 
 
The US team includes a few familiar faces, including Ryan Boyle, Paul Rabil, Ryan McClay, and Kyle 
Sweeney of the Boston Cannons, and former Cannon Kevin Cassese. 
 
Carboneau, who played lacrosse at Framingham South when only six schools in Eastern Massachusetts 
fielded programs ð there are now more than 200 ð and also at Holy Cross (class of 1974) has officiated 
at every level of the sport, from high school and college to the professional ranks. He was presented the 
United States Intercollegiate Lacrosse Associationôs Frenchy Julien Service Award last year for his 
contributions to officiating, and is president of the Division Officials Council of US Lacrosse. 
 
ñRefereeing at the world games is literally a once-in-a-lifetime accomplishment because you are only 
chosen once,ôô said Carboneau, who helped start the Holliston youth lacrosse program a dozen years 
ago. His position as athletic director at Holliston High, a job he held for seven years, was cut from the 
budget for the coming year. 
 
ñThe call basically goes out to anyone who wants to referee at the world games, after which you send in 
your resume to US Lacrosse. In 1998 they expanded the games so more officials have been added, but 



in reality, as I got older and had the problem with my hip, I had pretty much given up on my quest after 
1998, and I was training other officials to help them prepare for the World Games in 2002 and 2006.ôô 
 
Carboneau, one of six senior clinicians sanctioned by US Lacrosse, will also help tutor officials from other 
countries who are new to the sport after he arrives in England on July 11. All officials will be given a 
written and physical test to determine their assignments, which has sent Carboneau to the gym for some 
extra workouts. 
 
ñIôm running around like Iôm 49 again,ôô joked the 58-year-old Carboneau, who was team MVP as a 
freshman and team captain as a senior at Holy Cross, ñand Iôve been refereeing college and high school 
games and some club matches recently to keep in shape.ôô 
 
Carboneau, who was an assistant lacrosse coach for two years at Holy Cross and one year at Holliston 
High, and head lacrosse coach for one year at Brookline High, will be accompanied by his wife, Neva, 
and daughters Leah and Erin. 
 
A former dean of students at Keefe Technical School in Framingham, Carboneau retired as an active 
player in 2005. 
 
He played for Team USA at the grand masters (over 45) level at the 1998 and 2002 World Games, and 
was instrumental in forming the grand masters division. 
 
Student-athletes win scholarships 
Three area student-athletes entering their senior year in high school, Sean Flanagan of Framingham 
(Bishop Feehan High), Kathleen Krah (Medfield High), and Alexander Lagos (Millis High) have received 
Future Leader Scholarships, worth $2,000, from organizers of the Bay State Games. They were 
recognized for outstanding credentials in academics, athletics, community service and leadership. 
 
A cross-country, track, and baseball athlete, Flanagan, who is hearing impaired, is founder and president 
of the American Sign Language Club at Bishop Feehan, and was an assistant instructor at the Beverly 
School for the Deaf baseball clinic. 
 
Krah, who helped propel the Medfield volleyball team to back-to-back Division 2 state titles and is a 
captain-elect, is involved in many activities, including playing cello in the school orchestra. 
 
Lagos was a Tri-Valley League All-Star in baseball and is a member of the Student Athletes For 
Excellence in Education, in which he reads to elementary school children. He has also participated in 
mission trips with his church to perform construction work and community outreach. 
 
He will travel this month to Rosarito, Mexico, to visit orphanages and help with construction. 



 
 

Dave Proulx to coach West Team at Massachusetts Bay State Games 
Western New England College women's basketball assistant ready for state-wide tournament

SPRINGFIELD, Mass. ï If he had it his way, heôd coach 12 months out of the year. 
 
This pretty much describes Western New England College assistant womenôs basketball coach and 
athletic administration assistant Dave Proulx who is preparing for another championship run at the 
Massachusetts Summer Bay State Games that will be held July 8-11 in Boston. 
 
Proulx will coach the high school division West girlôs basketball team who captured the gold medal at last 
yearôs games with a thrilling 66-61 win over Coastal to go undefeated (6-0) throughout the tournament. 
 
ñItôs a completely unique styled tournament,ò said Proulx. ñI think itôs pretty cool that these kids get to go 
to Boston and have the opportunity to represent the area that theyôre from.ò 
 
The Bay State Games are in their 29th year of competition with over 8,000 athletes from 300 cities and 
towns state wide participating in 29 sports. Teams are split into six different regions, which include the 
West, Coastal, Central, Metro, Northeast, and Southeast. 
 
Proulx began his Bay State coaching career as an assistant in 2008 as the West won the silver medal. 
The following year he took over as the head coach and unlike regular coaching positions, this one is 
completely voluntary. 
 
ñI love the competition and I love the sport, but I also like every part that goes with the job,ò said Proulx. ñI 
love watching film and games, and recruiting. I think whatôs bigger than basketball is I like having the 
opportunity of using basketball to teach kids life skills.ò 
 
Prior to Western New England College, Proulx coached for two years in the Mass Frenzy AAU 
Organization (2008-09) and served as an assistant coach of the Agawam High School girls' varsity 
program (2007-09) as well as being the coach of the junior varsity team. 
 
The 2006 Boston University graduate first became interested in coaching while he volunteered as the 
manager of the menôs basketball team from 2004-06. Proulx has always been interested in sports as he 
was a tri-sport athlete in soccer, basketball, and baseball at East Longmeadow High School. 
 
ñWhen I was at BU, I just found myself wanting to be in the gym everyday. Iôve always loved basketball 
more than anything and at that point, I thought, I could use being a part of BUôs program to prepare me to 
become a coach,ò he said. 
 
After learning the trade with the guys playing style, when asked why he ended up coaching girlôs 
basketball Proulx explained, ñI kind of fell into it, but now I canôt imagine going back. 
 
ñWhen I moved back to Springfield for Grad school, I knew I wanted to get into coaching and looked at 
the vacancies in The (Springfield) Republican. It was in the beginning of November so the season was 
only a month away,ò he recalled. 
 
ñAgawam posted a JV boyôs basketball position, so I sent in my resume. Lou Conte (the former athletic 
director) sent me an email back saying that there was a misunderstanding and the boyôs position was 



already filled. The one I applied for was actually for the girlôs program and he asked if I was still 
interested. I knew while I was in high school that Agawam had a strong program so I took it.ò 
 
Proulxôs passion for basketball makes it the perfect job for him and he also finds it very rewarding. His 
players from the 2009 West squad will be off attending schools such as Western New England College, 
UMass-Lowell, Westfield State, and Wesleyan University. 
 
As for a head coaching job someday at the collegiate level, thatôs certainly not out of the question. 
 
ñI would love to be a (college) head coach,ò said Proulx. ñI love the Division III philosophy of athletics. I 
think itôs really important for you to like your job and I couldnôt imagine a better job than that.ò 
 

 

 
 

Pinning the Bay States 
Local wrestlers geared for upcoming tournament

The Summer Bay State Games are upon Massachusetts and several local wrestlers are looking to 
chicken-wing the competition July 9 and 10. 
 
Taking place at UMass Boston, this amateur folk-style wrestling tournament is separated into three 
divisions: junior, scholastic and open. 
 
Open tourney competition is for 2009-2010 high school seniors and any eligible athlete over the age of 
19. 
 
The junior division is bisected into a fifth- and sixth-grade tournament and a seventh- and eighth-grade 
tournament with a slate of 24 weight classes, and the scholastic division is for freshmen, sophomores and 
juniors who are under the age of 19 as of July 9. 
 
Working at this year's Bay State Games as the Scholastic Tournament director is Georgetown High head 
coach Mike Curley. Never a competitor at the Bay States, Curley has volunteered there many a time and 
is well aware of the tourney's deep talent pool. 
 
"There's some awesome wrestling there," said Curley. "It's a pretty prestigious two-day tournament and 
most of the guys who are really serious about wrestling go to this tournament. There are a lot of close 
matches ð it's one of the summer's most competitive tournaments." 
 
A localized fist of high school wrestlers will be competing in Curley's Scholastic Division. Sophomores 
Bryan Giblin (160) and Mathew Mills (125), and junior Cody Miller (152) will be competing for the Triton 
Vikings, and freshmen brothers Tom (103) and Jeff Funk (112) will be competing for the Pentucket 
Sachems. 
 
Full-time wrestlers all, the trio of Vikings train at Smitty's Wrestling Barn in Danville, N.H., with Global 
Fight League bantamweight champion Matt Smith, and Pentucket's Funk brothers train with renowned 
wrestling coach Todd Darling's Mercury Rising Wrestling Club out of Strike One in Danvers. 
 
A year removed from his initial Bay States game venture, a weekend that saw Mills go 2-2, The Daily 
News All-Star believes his past experience will serve him well come next weekend. 
 
"It definitely gives me confidence going in," said Mills, who placed second in the Division 3 North 
Sectionals this past winter. "It gives you an idea of the type of competition the state has to offer. 



 
"It's a well-run tournament and it's pretty intense," said Mills, "but I'm expecting to do very well and I think 
I have a good shot at winning it." 
 
Alongside his two younger brothers Luke (13) and John (12), Rowley's Mark Boyle (14) will be competing 
in his second straight Bay State Games Junior Division tournament. Last year, Mark placed third in the 
105-109 pound weight class. 
 
Looking to match the success of his brothers a year prior ð Luke placed first in the 92-99 pound weight 
class, and John placed first at 90 pounds ð Mark is equally as eager to compete in such an exciting 
setting. 
 
"There were a lot of wrestlers there from all over the state, and it just felt big," said Mark, who is now 
scheduled to wrestle at the 135-pound division. 
 
"I'm looking forward to it and I definitely want to come away with a first-place finish," said Mark, who will 
also be watching his brothers compete. "I know John and Luke will do just fine." 
 
With the tournament packed into two days and scraped along seven mats, Curley offered some words of 
advice for the local wrestlers. 
 
"Expect a lot of tough competition heading into this," said Curley, " and you need to be in shape going into 
this tournament because the level of competition is pretty high. Be ready for some hard-fought matches."

It's been a busy 24 hours of baseball for Rob Krentzman and Will Marcal. 
 
No sooner had the final out been recorded in Monday's Bay State Games opener than the Lexington pair 
was tossing equipment into Krentzman's car and shuffling off to another game. 
 
"I actually have another game to get to," Krentzman said, when asked to talk about his first of two games 
yesterday. 
 
That second game was the American Legion All-Star Game in Hudson. Krentzman, who plays for 
Cambridge Post 442, and Marcal, who represented Lexington Post 38, were both members of the District 
5 team that played against a squad from District 8. 
 
But before that, Krentzman and Marcal competed for the Metro team in its 7-4 loss to the Coastal team on 
the opening day of the Bay State Games baseball tournament. 
 
And the whole process could be repeated again on Tuesday, at least for Marcal.Metro was dealt another 
blow with a 10-8 loss to the Southeast this morning, while Post 38 resumes regular-season play tonight 
against Concord at 6 p.m. 
 
"It was brutal," Marcal said of playing two games in Monday's sweltering, 95-degree heat, made worse by 
oppressive humidity. It could be worse today with temperatures expected to near triple-digits. "But it was 
good to get the exposure (with the scouts). There is a lot competition out there." 
 



Not to mention the extra heat put on the players by the college and professional scouts on hand at the 
Bay State Games. Nearly 50 of the approximately 200 in the stands Monday were equipped with 
notebooks and stopwatches, jotting down notes throughout the opening slate of games. 
 
Neither Krentzman nor Marcal said the watchful eye of the scouts put any added pressure on them. 
 
"You always have to play well because you never know who's watching," Krentzman said. 
 
He started at third base for the Metro team and went 1-for-2, reaching base three times on a single, walk 
and a fielder's choice. Krentzman, a rising senior at Buckingham Browne & Nichols in Cambridge, also 
scored twice.

Some of the best schoolboy baseball players in the state will be assembled at Bentley University today 
(4:15 p.m.) in the gold medal showdown of the Bay State Summer Games. 
 
The BSG baseball competition is one of the premier showcases for high school talent in Massachusetts 
with more than 400 of the commonwealthôs best players trying out for 150 roster spots on six regional 
teams. Over four days, those teams play a round robin tournament, and in the two with the best records 
vie for the hardware. 
 
Unlike most clinics or invitational showcases that cost a player hundreds of dollars to perform simple drills 
for a collection of scouts and coaches, the BSG tournament gives players the opportunity to participate in 
four days of live games in front of 75-100 professional scouts and college coaches at a fraction of the cost 
- $70 total. 
 
ñItôs a non-bias socioeconomic tournament,ò explained Northeast head coach Peter Yates, who has been 
involved for eight years. ñSome of the players come from struggling families which cannot afford to send 
them to other camps or clinics so this is their one opportunity to be seen by college coaches.ò 
 
The event began in 1990 at Boston College and it didnôt take long for the big names to start popping up. 
The Coastal team was stacked with talent that year - Joe Hamilton from Attleboro, who was drafted in the 
fourth round by the Red Sox [team stats] in 1992; Kraig Kupiec from Fall River, who was drafted by the 
Houston Astros; and Eric DeMoura and Joe Nadeau from Taunton who played at Clemson and UConn, 
respectively. 
 
Kupiec, now an assistant coach at UMass-Boston, will be in attendance today scouting talent. 
 
ñThis is a great event,ò he said. ñAs a college coach it doesnôt get any better. You can come here and 
watch all the best players at one time. I loved playing in this tournament back when I was in high school.ò 
 
Over the years, many other players have gone on to professional careers including Haverhillôs Carlos 
Pena, Miltonôs Rich Hill, Revereôs Mike Spinelli and Marlboroôs Kevin McGlinchy.

Bramante is entering her third season as a member of the varsity girlsô basketball team at Stoneham. As 
a freshman, the Spartans finished 10-10. But this past winter, with the 6-foot Bramante stepping forward, 
Stoneham finished 19-4 and advanced to the Division 3 North semifinals. 
 
Two years ago, when the athletic budget at Stoneham was cut, Bramante wondered if she would have 
the opportunity to play for the Spartans. Athletics, however, were restored, and that only fueled her 
passion for the game. 
 
ñI was really nervous about not having a basketball team there because it definitely was something I was 
excited about in middle school,ôô said Bramante, a Middlesex League all-star last season after she 
averaged 11.3 points and nine rebounds per game. 
 
ñBut when they ended up having one, I understood that I shouldnôt take it for granted,ôô she said.

Gonynor coached Bramante when she played on her AAU team as a seventh grader; Bramante now 
plays for the Mass Thundercats 17-and-under team. 
 
Bramanteôs younger sister, Stephanie, will be a freshman at Stoneham this fall and already is 5-10. 
 
ñSheôs probably going to be taller than me by the time the basketball season starts,ôô said Bramante. 
ñWeôve always been tall, but I wasnôt the best player when I was younger. The first time I played I knew I 
loved it. I think that passion helped me get better and want to work on my skills.ôô 
 
Stoneham High head coach Angela Billings said she has high hopes for the Bramante sisters. 
 
ñIôm looking forward to having them both on the team and seeing how well they work together,ôô said 
Billings. ñI know what Vanessa gives me each time sheôs on the court, and Iôm expecting more good 



things from her younger sister. I do think we have a lot of holes to fill with all the seniors we graduated, 
but Vanessa will be one of the leaders on the team.ôô 
 
The Northeast Bay State Games squad also includes one of her teammates at Stoneham, Ariana 
Tuccelli, along with one from the Thundercats, Hannah OôFlynn of Ipswich. 
 
Recent Westford Academy grads Asia Ewing and Aly Boyle are also on the roster, along with Woburnôs 
Danielle Perkins, Amy Pelletier of Beverly, Sarah Palazola of Danvers, Austin Prepôs Jamie Hodnett and 
Molly Watt, and Newburyportôs Beth Castantini. 
 
ñIôm just as excited to play on a team with some of the best players around,ôô said Ewing. ñThis is my 
second Bay State Games and itôs always been a fun time. You end up learning a lot of small things and 
end up making some new friends with girls who youôve either played against in high school or seen at 
tournaments.ôô 
 
The Northeast boysô scholastic 11-12 roster includes Ryan Putney, Jared Murphy, and Andrew 
Murkidjanian, all of Burlington, Nick Rosano of North Reading, Edely Telfort, Ryan Woumn, and Bamidele 
Johnson from Lynn English, Methuenôs Ken Ibizugbe, and Rockportôs Phillip MacArthur. 
 
Gloucesterôs Adam Philpott, like Bramante, is eagerly anticipating his first Bay State Games appearance. 
 
ñItôs definitely going to be a good time. Itôs like an all-star team where you meet new guys that you know

Silver medal for Mahoney at AAU Scholastic Duals

Wrestling rooms often times feel like a sauna during the dead of winter, and while the temperature has 
climbed outside Dedham rising senior Frank Mahoney continues to train inside as he gears up for one 
last go around with the Marauders. 
 
For the past few years Mahoney has trained at the Wadsworth Wrestling Club and Training Center in 
Franklin, giving him the opportunity to turn wrestling into a year-round sport in similar fashion to the club 
and AAU teams that have sprung up over the past 15 years in sports like basketball, soccer and baseball. 
 
Mahoney recently returned from the AAU Wrestling Scholastic Duals in Orlando, Fla., in which he earned 
a silver medal while going 9-1 in his individual matches. Wadsworth sent two teams down to Florida, while 
Mahoneyôs Red squad did not win a match, the Blue team, a squad primarily composed of the Franklin 
High varsity program, finished eighth in the Community Division 1 that featured 40 teams. 
 
The competition Mahoney, who wrestled at 171 pounds, faced during the tournament was strong, such as 
a 4-1 decision over Kyle Gach of Winter Springs (FL) HS, who finished third in the Class 3A-Region 1 
tournament at 215 pounds. 
 



ñIt wasnôt my first national tournament, but I got to experience it again,ò said Mahoney. ñOnce you wrestle 
people from out of state, a lot of those kids are better, so it gets you on a different level.ò 
 
Jeff Goor, who works out of the Brickhouse, a club similar to Wadsworth, in Lowell, was Mahoneyôs coach 
on the trip. 
 
Mahoney said the trip was made possible by the efforts of former Dedham High wrestling coach Jim 
Maher, who helped secure sponsors. Mahoney hopes that the school administration look at the way 
Maher goes above and beyond for members of his team and seriously consider Maherôs attempt to 
reapply for his position. 
 
ñHe went out of his way, even though he knew he wasnôt going to be my coach next year, he called all the 
people he knew to donate money so I could go down,ò said Mahoney. ñThatôs not something a coach has 
to do and he did it anyways.ò 
 
Mahoney said he will be skipping out of the Bay State Games that started on Tuesday because he injured 
his shoulder in his final match. He said it was not serious and expects to wrestle in a fundraiser against Ilii 
Cojocaru at Wadsworth. The proceeds from the event will benefit spinal cord research at Spaulding 
Rehabilitation Hospital in Boston. 
 
A potential match against Cojocaru would pit two of the top returners at 171 pounds. Mahoney finished 
sixth at this past yearôs All-State Tournament and Cojocaru, who will be a senior at West Springfield, was 
third at the Division 1 state tournament. 
 
The tie-in with Spaulding is a result of Donald McNeil, who wrestles out of Wadsworth and was on the trip 
to Florida wrestling on the Blue team. McNeil was slammed to the mat in a national competition in Virginia 
in May 2007, landing on his neck, and dislocating his vertebrae and paralyzing him. 
 
 Following surgery and eight weeks of rehab, McNeil walked out of Spaulding. In February 2008, wrestling 
for King Philip, McNeil was the Division 2 state champion and finished fourth in the All-State Meet at 215 
pounds. He recently graduated from Wyoming Seminary in Pennsylvania and will wrestle at the University 
of North Carolina Greensboro.

We have good hitters and good 
defense. All the girls are really nice, the coach is nice, and my friend (Stephanie Lynch of Randolph) is on 
the team.ò 
 
Since South Shore Charter School doesnôt field a softball team, the only place for Young to play was in a 
town league in Randolph and for the Drifters, a local AAU team. 
 



ñItôs going to be a little bit different,ò Young said of the competition sheôll face at the Bay State Games 
compared to what she has faced in the past. ñBut I recognize a lot of the kids (on the other teams) from 
playing AAU. So itôs not really an adjustment.ò 
 
Young, who also coaches a youth softball team in Randolph, said she wants to play softball in college. 
Her first choice is Roger Williams University in Rhode Island. 
 
ñIôm hoping to play, but itôs kind of hard without people seeing you play in high school,ò she said. 
 
Marshfield High School senior Cameron Covitz is also in a relatively new territory. The 6-foot, 1-inch 
Covitz, who established the Marshfield High School boys volleyball club team as a freshman, will take the 
court this weekend for the Southeast team, looking to defend the teamôs 2009 Bay State Games gold 
medal. 
 
Volleyball isnôt a varsity sport at Marshfield High School nor is it recognized by the MIAA, but Covitz 
hones his skills both at the high school with the club team and by practicing with his older sister, Atlantic 
Coast League all-star volleyball player Chelsey. 
 
ñMy sister taught me how to play volleyball,ò Cameron said. ñDuring the summer, I practiced with her, and 
(her) senior year (2009/10), I practiced with her team. I traveled to Baltimore with her twice so Iôve been 
around volleyball.ò 
 
Cameron started taking volleyball seriously last year at the Bay State Games, and it showed. Covitz and 
his Southeast team went 6-0 on its way to winning gold. He played on the MHS club team as a freshman 
and last year as a junior. The coach the team had during his freshman year did not return for his 
sophomore year. This past spring, the Marshfield High School girls varsity volleyball coach, Al Mirabile, 
coached Covitz and the boysô team. Marshfield played B.C. High, Newton South, Brockton, Brighton, and 
Weymouth among others. Covitz, an outside hitter, said the team lost all matches with the exception of a 
tie against Weymouth. But Cameron said that heôs learned the most about the game by studying it, 
watching his sister play at local tournaments. 
 
ñI can see how people play, when they block, how high they jump, the way they jump and approach it 
when theyôre hitting the ball,ò he said. 
 
This weekend ï July 10 and July 11 ï Covitz and the Southeast team goes out to defend its 2009 gold 
medal. The team will only have two practices under its belt. 
 
ñIt puts a lot of pressure on us to win because we were undefeated last year,ò Covitz said. ñWhen I was 
playing with my club team, there seemed to be only one or two outstanding players (on other teams). 
When I went to the Bay State Games last year, they were all outstanding players. I think weôll do really 
well. We have great talent and great height.ò 
 
Other Marshfield residents participating in the 2010 Summer Bay State Games, according to information

This is one of the opportunities that Mike DeMille can learn and grow from as a baseball player. 
 
A few weeks ago he was just one of the 75 kids trying out for the Bay State Southeast baseball team, and 
after the tryouts he could call himself one of the lucky 25.  
 
"This is one of the best teams I've been a part of," said DeMille, who is the lone Milton player on the 
Southeast team, which sits 2-2 after a tough 17-10 loss on Wednesday against the Northeast. "There are 
a lot of experienced kids out here." 
 
With all the experience on the squad it makes every opportunity that much more important to shine in. In 
the first game of the tournament, DeMille took the mound in a bases loaded jam with no outs in the 
inning. He buckled down and got out of the jam with only two of those runs going on the board. 
 
"With a bigger club you don't get as many chances," he said. "When you do get your chance you got to 
take advantage of it." 
 
In Wednesday's game, DeMille came up with one out in the bottom of the seventh after the Northeast 
tacked on 13 runs in the top of the inning. DeMille, who had been coaching first and sitting on the bench 
all game, lined a base hit to right that started a rally to load the bases. The rally fell short. 
 
"I was just trying to get a good pitch," said a humble DeMille. 
 
DeMille can be humble all he wants, but he is a solid ballplayer, at least that's what pitching coach of the 
Southeast team  Paul Kolodzinski said. 
 
"He stood out there as a kid that could throw, so he was kind of an easy choice for us to make," said 
Kolodzinski. "He's got the right make-up for a pitcher and I think he's somebody that has an opportunity to 
continue develop and grow." 
 
Kolodzinski has only been working with the young right-hander for a few weeks, but he already sees a 
poised young man working on the mound. 
 
"It's his demeanor and the way he carries himself," said Kolodzinsky. "He's very calm. When the going 
gets a little tough he's able to maintain a sense of calm and not panic. That's a huge strength for any 
pitcher to have." 
 



DeMille's poise is part of the reason he thrived in the bases loaded jam. "His calmness is what got us 
through and out of that tough inning,"Kolodzinsky said. 
 
The Southeast squad will have another shot tomorrow to try and make it to the gold medal game and 
DeMille expects to have the ball in his hands at some point. 
 
"I learned a lot," DeMille said of the experience. "We got some great coaches down here. We got a great 
pitching coach and we are throwing against good competition."

Trust among teammates is essential to success in any sport, but none more so than basketball: whether 
itôs making the extra pass, hedging over to help on defense, or tipping out a rebound. 
 
Often, it takes months for a group of individuals ð each with their own skill sets, motivations, and 
mindsets ð to cultivate that codependency.

His teamôs learning curve is not as steep as it could be, a fact bolstered by four seniors who are suiting up 
in the Games for the fourth consecutive year, all under the tutelage of Roach, the varsity coach at South 
Shore Christian Academy. 
 
A pair of Medfield residents, Xaverian Brothers grad Pat Dinneen and Phillip DeSeignora; Michal Holland 
of Stoughton; and Roachôs son, Shaun, a recent Cardinal Spellman grad who played for two years on the 
9th- and 10th-grade Southeast team, are on the 11-12 squad for the second year. 
 
ñThose four guys are great leaders with great attitudes,ôô said Kevin Roach. ñThey brought a lot of 
unselfishness and play very hard, and it shows on the attitude of the team. 
 
ñI think they bring huge leadership, because all four are great players. They all play different positions, 
they are very familiar with the game, they know the competition, they know what it takes to win.ôô 
 
Leo Medina, Alain Lenard, and Carl Joseph played together at Brockton High, while Billy Dynan and 
Zachary Gattereau were teammates at Hanover this past season. And they too have almost seamlessly 
assimilated into the bigger picture. 
 
ñThey arenôt just going to sit there and pass it to themselves,ôô said Shaun Roach. ñThey are great 
teammates.ôô 
 
The remaining three players ð Ryan Chambers (Abington), Matt Dean (Franklin), and Yemi Ajao 
(Randolph) ð have had limited exposure to their teammates, most of which has come as opponents. 
 
ñWeôve clicked as a team really,ôô said Chambers. ñWe all just honestly want to win. We all motivate each 
other to play better.ôô 
 
But is there too much talent? Is ego an issue? 
 
ñFirst couple of days, the guys came in with an edge about wanting to prove themselves,ôô said the coach 
ñItôs a challenge, because itôs a fine line as a coach between wanting them to be competitive against their 
opponents, but not with each other. I think they really came out of that and they enjoy each other now.ôô 
 
Knowing how crucial trust will be for his team, Roach has attempted to build it off the courts. He sets up 
games of speedball, has contests for Gatorades, and hosts cookouts at his Weymouth home. 



 
ñI think itôs safe to say weôre the only team who has pool parties,ôô said Dinneen. 
 
But they arenôt the only stacked team working to get better, which is what ultimately drives the diverse 
group. 
 
ñIf anything motivates us more, itôs that,ôô said DeSeignora. ñI wake up in the morning and think [other 
regional teams] are practicing right now, so I better be practicing, too. We want to go out there and get a 
title.ôô 
 
That quest starts this morning at 9:30, when Southeast takes on Metro at UMass Boston, followed with 
afternoon matchup against Central at 4:30.

Wrestling Coach Is Leading By Example 
Marblehead/Swampscott wrestling coach Michael Stamison is doing everything he can to inspire 
his athletes.

Marblehead/Swampscott high school wrestling coach Michael Stamison is nearing the climax of months 
of grueling training, as he prepares to compete in the Bay State Games tournament on Saturday at 
UMass-Boston. 
 
Stamison, a graduate of Marblehead High School who recently finished his first season as head wrestling 
coach, has chosen to compete in the 162-pound weight class of the double-elimination wrestling 
tournament. 
 
The Bay State Summer and Winter Games are run by the Massachusetts Amateur Sports Foundation 
(MASF) and provides a sort of local Olympic-style competition. The games feature 8,000 athletes in 29 
sports from more than 300 Massachusetts communities.  
 
"This past January, at my annual physical, I weighed in at 195 pounds," said Stamison. "I can't stress 
enough the importance of diet and exercise. I am using the past few months as an example to my 
wrestlers, who will all be attending the tournament." 
 
Stamison's commitment to his training, which consists of daily workouts before and after his job at Adcom 
Worldwide in East Boston, has already made an impression on locals wrestlers. 
 
Kristian Kotov, a wrestler who graduated from Swampscott High School this spring, said, "The amount of 
time [Stamison] made to practice wrestling, go work out at the gym and cut a significant amount of weight 
really proves that he is taking this seriously." 
 
"He redefines leading by example," said Kotov. "It doesn't matter how well he does this weekend, 
because his hard work, determination and dedication have already given the whole team something to 
look up to." 
 
Jonathan Taylor, a 2010 graduate of Marblehead High School, calls Stamison "a great coach and a great 
man who would do anything for his wrestlers." 
 
Stamison's training has consisted of intensive cardio-vascular workouts, which include push-ups, sit-ups 
and interval workouts (which are alternating sprint and jog exercises). 
 
Stamison also runs eight miles a day, either on his treadmill or around the city of Salem. On top of all this, 
he practices his techniques during live wrestling at Strike One in Danvers, where he trains with 
Georgetown/Ipswich head coach Mike Curley and former Hamilton/Wenham head coach Todd Darling. 
 
During this extensive training process, Stamison has been asked by many of his peers as to why he is 
doing all of this. His answer is one of conviction. 
 
"I am not doing this to 'retire' or live out some fantasy," he says. "I am going there to win. I know that I am 
working harder toward this than anyone. These are long days I put in, but I know it will pay off come the 
day of the tournament."

However, Kevin Seely (Berkley, Coyle-Cassidy HS) knotted the game 2-2 on a power play goal midway 
through the second period, as he squeezed the puck between the goalieôs blocker and the post. 
Northeast took advantage of a bad give away by Coastal in its own zone with just a minute remaining in 
the period, and Czarnota buried a pass from Sullivan. That proved to be the beginning of the end. A 
minute into the third, Rolli hit Sullivan as he broke to the net, and then Rolli hooked up with Czarnota in 
front on a nearly identical play just moments later.
